THIS WEEK’S SELECTED BIBLE READING IS JOHN’S GOSPEL CHAPTER 21: 
verses: 4-25 
 
Early in the morning, Jesus stood on the shore, but the disciples did not realise that it was 
Jesus.  He called out to them, “Friends, haven’t you any fish?” “No,” they answered. He said, 
“Throw your net on the right side of the boat and you will find some.” When they did, they were 
unable to haul the net in because of the large number of fish. Then the disciple whom Jesus 
loved said to Peter, “It is the Lord!”  
 
As soon as Simon Peter heard him say, “It is the Lord,” he wrapped his outer garment around 
him (for he had taken it off) and jumped into the water. The other disciples followed in the boat, 
towing the net full of fish, for they were not far from shore, about a hundred yards. When they 
landed, they saw a fire of burning coals there with fish on it and some bread. Jesus said to 
them, “Bring some of the fish you have just caught.” Simon Peter climbed aboard and dragged 
the net ashore. It was full of large fish, 153, but even with so many the net was not torn. Jesus 
said to them, “Come  and have breakfast.” None of the disciples dared ask him, “Who are you?”  
They knew it was the  Lord. Jesus came, took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same 
with the fish. This was now the third time Jesus appeared to his disciples after he was raised 
from the dead. 
 
When they had finished eating, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you truly 
love me more than these?”  “Yes Lord,” he said, “you know that I love you.”  Jesus said, “Feed 
my lambs.”  Again Jesus said, “Simon son of John, do you truly love me?”  He answered, “Yes, 
Lord, you know that I love you.”  Jesus said, “Take care of my sheep.” The third time he said to 
him, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?”  Peter was hurt because Jesus asked him the third 
time, “Do you love me?”  He said, “Lord, you know all things; You know that I love you.” 
 
Jesus said, “Feed my sheep. I tell you the truth, when you were younger you dressed yourself 
and went where you wanted;  but when you are old you will stretch out your hands, and 
someone else will dress you and lead you where you do not want to go. Jesus said this to 
indicate the kind of death by which Peter would glorify God.  Then he said to him, “Follow me!”         
 
Peter turned and saw that the disciple whom Jesus loved was following them.  (This was the 
one who had leaned back against Jesus at the supper and had said, “Lord, who is going to 
betray you?”)  When Peter saw him, he asked, “Lord, what about him?” Jesus answered, “If I 
want him to remain alive until I return, what is that to you?  You must follow me.”   Because of 
this, the rumour spread among the brothers that this disciple would not die.  But Jesus did not 
say that he would not die; he only said, “If I want him to remain alive until I return, what is that to 
you?” 
 
This is the disciple who testifies to these things and who wrote them down.  We know that his 
testimony is true.  
 
Jesus did many other things as well.  If every one of them were written down, I suppose that 
even the whole world would not have room for the books that would be written. 
 
 
The good news of Easter is the best news of all – for the whole human race!  Just think of it! 
The One and Only Living, True God revealed Himself on the stage of human history in the 
person of Jesus Christ, died to take away your sin and mine and rose again offering us the gift 
of eternal life.  News indeed that is more reportable than any you’ll hear on worldwide television 
this holiday period - and so eternally important for everyone that it ought to be flashed from 
shore to shore into every nation of the world for indeed there is none greater.  
  
This is the season of hope, not hopelessness.  Whenever you bring the Lord Jesus Christ into a 
situation hope is present.  Let it be declared so strongly today to you who are suffering with 
schizophrenia that you CAN BE set free by the Great Physician for nothing is impossible with 



God. Your son or daughter, or relative, may have shown no change in their life for years and 
you wonder if things will ever change for them.  The resurrected Lord would encourage you 
today!   The One whom death could not hold, also holds the key to the deepest and darkest 
mental bondage of all.    
  

 
We are thrilled to share a short testimony of Vincent Leonard of South Africa who is rejoicing in 
the defeat of schizophrenia in his life by the Lord Jesus Christ and the enjoyment of new-found 
freedom.  He writes:  
 
“It is an honour to share my testimony about the power of the King of kings and how His great 
love casts out schizophrenia.  I feel like standing on the highest mountain peak and with a loud 
voice want to declare and announce to those who are shackled by mental illness that there is 
hope in God and His Anointed Son, Jesus Christ. 
  
Oh, how my heart is yearning to tell others about His great ability to deliver them. 
  
If only you could see my heart and understand how I want to share with those in pain, torment 
and fear that they don’t have to subject themselves to it and that victory is theirs if they are 
willing to be persistent and willing to fight. 
  
What is so mind blowing about this experience is that I always knew about and read about God 
personally intervening in your life and knew that it is possible.  Now I have experienced it for 
myself, and it is such an amazing thing to know that the God of the universe took great interest 
in showing me how much He is willing to help.  It humbled me.  As one of the components of 
schizophrenia personality is rebellion and pride (which I literally had to fight with) the thought of 
this awesome God of the universe helping me left me completely humbled in His presence and 
care.  Self-reliance and not asking for help was my strength.  But Jesus Christ had to break that 
down in my life and had to let me realize it is Him that I need. 
  
I would love the world to know that Jesus Christ of Nazareth truly is powerful and that He truly 
sets free.  Without faith it is impossible to please God for those who come to God must know 
that He exists and is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him .. and my gosh HE IS A 
REWARDER .. AMEN”      
 

 
What precious commodity is God looking for in your life so He can display His power and 
shatter the bars of iron and gates of brass that shackle your mind today?  In a word, a believing 
faith that hopes to see happen what God says He can do.  God doesn’t have to prove to Himself 
that He can perform His Word.  He is waiting to show Himself faithful and powerful to those who 
venture out on the promise of His Word.  Living, conscious and active faith always win the day.  
Possess the audacity to say to God that you have the faith to prove His word, and you will see it 
rewarded.  
  
If you believe in God’s word declared by Jesus, His Son, you will live to see the glory of God. Do 
you remember the incident in John 11 which records Jesus raising Lazarus from the dead?  
When Jesus gave the command to take away the stone, Martha the sister of Lazarus, said:  “By 
this time there is a bad odour, for he has been there four days.”  The next recorded words of 
Jesus are most revealing:  “Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see the glory of 
God?”  
 
Once you receive the faith-building words of Jesus into your spirit, things begin to happen.  
Because the words of Jesus are spirit and life they impart into your spirit a power-surge of life.  
Nothing less than the resurrection life of Jesus takes up residence in your life the moment you 
first receive Jesus as Lord and Saviour, and then “continue to believe in His word.”  
  



You see the words of Jesus are not the words of just a man but of the God-man.  He is very 
God of very God made in fashion as a man.  He said that He only spoke the words His Father 
gave Him to say and He only said the words that His Father wanted Him to speak.  These are 
words than can be depended and relied upon one hundred per cent.  Jesus, you remember, 
spoke about the time He would die, but He also spoke about conquering death and coming 
back to life.  Because His Word is the eternal truth of God, it always remains and comes to 
pass.  God cannot deny His Word.    
  
It takes unshakeable faith to stand on the promise of God’s word.  To lean on that word day in 
and day out claiming and claiming it until you see it performed.  Suffering with schizophrenia is a 
wearisome existence.  An uphill struggle even when you are able to have faith.  Throwing out 
the lifeline of hope in God’s word to you today may not grip you, but it does have the power to 
do so.  I believe you can reach freedom much, much sooner than I did without having to wait 
endless years to reach your great day of liberty. There is power in the promises of God’s word 
and in the Name of Jesus to set you free of this entrenched maze of a psychotic bondage.  
  
Catch hold of the resurrection power of Easter.   “Death could not keep its prey - Jesus  my 
Saviour, He tore the bars away – Jesus my Lord.  Up from the grave He arose, With a mighty 
triumph o’er his foes. He arose a victor of the dark domain, and He lives forever with his saints 
to reign.  He arose, He arose.  Hallelujah, Christ arose”.  What a mighty proclamation in the 
Easter hymn of triumph!   
  
The same power that raised up Jesus from the dead lives in you if Jesus is real to you.  That 
same power, I am pleased to be able to testify, can blast wide open every demonic stronghold 
including schizophrenia and set you free to enjoy His risen life.  This wonderful hymn by Charles 
Wesley will inspire you to have faith in God and His word: 
  
All things are possible to him  

That can in Jesu's name believe: 

Lord, I no more thy truth blaspheme,  

Thy truth I lovingly receive;  

I can, I do believe in thee,  

All things are possible to me.  

The most impossible of all  

Is, that I e'er from sin should cease;  

Yet shall it be, I know it shall;  

Jesus, look to thy faithfulness!  

If nothing is too hard for thee,  

All things are possible to me.  

Though earth and hell the word gainsay, 

The word of God can never fail;  

The Lamb shall take my sins away,  

'Tis certain, though impossible;  

The thing impossible shall be,  

All things are possible to me. 

All things are possible to God,  

To Christ, the power of God in man,  

To me, when I am all renewed,  

When I in Christ am formed again,  

And witness, from all sin set free,  

All things are possible to me.  

While I believe that schizophrenics are the most neediest people in society requiring help in 
compassion, prayer and support than any other, let me say that for a single person to struggle 
through with just the promises of God to hold on to displays a perseverance so commendable 
and inspiring. Keep on believing God’s Word and you will experience breakthrough into 
freedom.  
  
Deliverance minister, Ida Mae Hammond speaks well of those determined to come out of 
schizophrenia.  “I greatly admire schizophrenics who fight through to victory.  I admire these 
victories above all other deliverances.   The Schizophrenia deliverance is the deepest, most 
involved and most determined deliverance that we have encountered.”

I WILL NEVER FORGET YOU.  I HAVE 
CARVED YOU ON THE PALMS OF MY 
HANDS. 
 
Isaiah 49:13-16:  
Shout for joy, you heavens! Earth rejoice! Mountains break 
into joyful shouts! For the LORD has comforted His people, 
and will have compassion on His afflicted ones. Zion says, 
“The LORD has abandoned me; The Lord has forgotten me!” 
“Can a woman forget her nursing child, or lack compassion 
for the child of her womb? Even if these forget, yet I will not 
forget you. Look, I have inscribed you on the palms of My 
hands; your walls are continually before Me.”  
 
Matthew 28:16-20: 
Then the eleven disciples went to Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus had told them to go. 
When they saw him, they worshipped him; but some doubted.  Then Jesus came to them and 
said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.  Therefore go and make 
disciples of all nations, baptising them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.  And surely I am with you, 
to the very end of the age.”        
 
Whenever true spiritual understanding is revealed by the Holy Spirit that our loving Heavenly 
Father wants to make known His Word through Jesus Christ in us, heaven’s treasure drops into 
our lives! 
 
Take, for example, the following statement by Jesus and consider what power receiving it has to 
impact our lives:  “As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you.  Now remain in my love.  If 
you obey my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Father’s 
commands and remain in his love.” (John 15:9-10) 
 
Such words are so marvellous and beyond our human comprehension – but sufficient enough 
to convey to us the worth that God Himself places on our lives and the measure of His love for 
us. 
 
Again, allow your heart to be drawn out in worship to God as you read:  “I will never forget you.  
I have carved you upon the palms of my hands.”  Isaiah 49:15-16 
 
These words convey how much God in Jesus was willing to go through when He died for us on 
the cross at Calvary and in so doing manifested the full heart of His love for us.  What He has 
accomplished loses us “in wonder, love and praise” as we contemplate being loved with “an 
everlasting love.” 
 
When you are touched by the great ocean of God’s love flowing into your heart, it is a total 
transformation affecting your whole life. 
 



Would that every schizophrenic when experiencing the dawning of the spiritual bondage in their 
life, was already in a vital relationship of love with Jesus Christ before it happened – but, sad to 
say, this is too often not the case. 
 
I had eight years growing in discipleship with Jesus before schizophrenia erupted.  Getting to 
know God’s strong love became the greatest obsession of my heart and life when all was well. 
When the spiritual darkness of schizophrenia came it was necessary to hold on to God who had 
revealed His love to me and taught me the truths of His Word.   
 

 
A PRAYER OF HOPE FOR THOSE SUFFERING WITH SCHIZOPHRENIA:  “Lord God 
Almighty, will you hear my prayer and make the sacrifice of your Son, Jesus Christ real to me. 
Wipe away my sins that were atoned for on the Cross of Calvary by Jesus in order that I might 
not have to die eternally.  I believe that Jesus took all my sins and my sorrows and made them 
His very own and  after three days He rose again from the dead and now makes intercession for 
me. By the power of His shed blood, I believe I am now set free and opened up to all the 
resources of His grace and power.  I am looking forward to the day – why not today – when the 
evil bondage of schizophrenia surrounding my mind is totally defeated.  I ask You, Heavenly 
Father, to help me drive out the dark, spiritual presence by the light and power of your 
conquering Holy Spirit’s presence.  I want to know the reality of the promise Jesus made that 
whoever follows him will not walk in darkness but will have the Light of Life.  Make it happen for 
me, as I pray in the Mighty Name of Jesus, Amen.
